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Five matches into the 2006 season, things were
falling perfectly into place for Head Coach
Didier Orellana in just his second season on
the job.  The Valiants were 4-0-1 – their best
start since 1999 – and were playing right with
some of the best teams in the region.  But things
quickly unraveled and the Valiants ended the
season on a seven-match losing streak to finish
5-10-2.

Six seniors have departed since then but
Orellana has another large, talented recruiting
class in place as the Valiants look to make their
presence felt immediately in 2007, their first
year in the Freedom Conference.

FORWARDS

Despite the loss of their top three scorers from
2006, the Valiants should be strong up front,
let by talented sophomore Akwasi Owusu.  In
11 matches off the bench as a freshman,
Owusu picked up three points, good for third
among the team’s rookies.  Classmate James
Lavery, who started five times as a freshman,
and junior Victor Feliciano bring additional
experience to the Valiant frontline and will be
counted on to increase their production in 2007.

Manhattanville will also be relying heavily on a
trio of freshman up front: Shaune Allan,
Mitchel Ghiggia and Kenneil Haye.  Allan, a
native of Edinburgh, Scotland, helped
Lochgelly High School to a District
Championship as a senior – earning a spot on
the District Select Team – and is expected to
contribute immediately.  Ghiggia, a two-time All-
Section selection, and Haye, John Adams High
School’s Athlete of the Year in 2006-07, should
also see significant minutes in their rookie
seasons.  One more freshman, Mount Vernon
native Vincent Siconolfi, will help provide the
Valiants some depth at the position.

MIDFIELDERS

The Valiants were hit hard in the offseason at
midfield with the graduation of Chris Myrtos and
Emmanuel Bondzie, Jr., but there is great
young potential eager to step in and replace
the two All-Conference stars.

Sophomore Andres Avila of nearby Port
Chester is the team’s top returning scorer and
will be counted on for even more production
this season.  Avila started 14 times as a rookie,
four more than fellow classmate Mike
Abbondondolo who is also expected to
flourish in his second season.  Abbondondolo
was named Manhattanville’s Rookie of the Year
in 2006.

Matt Parrotti also returns for his sophomore
campaign with increased expectations after
drawing four starts last year.  Parrotti was a part
of the Connecticut Olympic Development
Program in high school and should be given
plenty of opportunity to show his skills this
season.

Orellana has also brought in a deep and
talented crop of newcomers to challenge for
time in the midfield.  Odinga Shadrack
Andenga, a native of Kenya, will be asked to
step onto the pitch immediately, as will Kris
Morrice and Jeferson Echeverria who each
shined as preps.

Seniors Gino Aguilar and Andy Rotondaro
and freshmen Andres Gonzalez, Sebastian
Chica and Anthony Ferraro will give the
Valiants plenty of other options when needed.

DEFENSEMEN

Manhattanville’s backline is the most
experienced returning unit, anchored by a
quintet of returnees.

Junior Louis Villano is the most experienced
of the bunch, starting 34 times in his first two
seasons, including a stretch of 28 straight
between his freshman and sophomore years.
Sophomores Tim Ream and Keith Simons
each spent time in-and-out of the starting lineup
as rookies and should see increased playing
time this season.

Michael Bouve and Edwin Aguilar, another
couple sophomores who played sparingly last
season, should see their playing time
significantly increased along the backline this
year.  Auguste Charlemagne, who missed the
2006 season as a redshirt, should see his first
action as a Valiant in 2007 with the defensive
group.

GOALKEEPERS

In net, the Valiants appear to be in good shape
despite the loss of decorated senior keeper
Francesco Notaristefano, thanks mostly to their
2007 captain, Jerry Tellier.

Tellier, who won nine times as the Valiants’

primary keeper as a freshman in 2005, put up
solid numbers in a backup role last year, posting
a 1.60 goals against average in five starts.
Tellier will compete for the job in net with
freshmen Jason Torres and Inigo Romero,
each of whom bring an impressive pedigree to
Manhattanville.

SCHEDULE

The Valiants will be tested early and often in
2007, facing one of the toughest schedules the
team has seen in recent years.  Manhattanville
will challenge five teams who competed in the
postseason a year ago and play a pair of
grueling tournaments, the first coming
September 8-9 at the Oneonta (N.Y.) Mayor’s
Cup.  There, the Valiants will tangle with Ithaca
and Stevens, a top-10 team one season ago.

Manhattanville will host their own tournament
for the 15th time in the last 16 years in 2007,
with the newly renamed Valiant Classic
September 15-16 at GoValiants.com Field.
Rensselaer, Maritime and Saint John Fisher will
invade Purchase for the two-day, four-match
event.

After the difficult non-conference season ends,
the Valiant schedule gets no easier, competing
in the Freedom Conference for the first time.  A
showdown on senior day, October 25, against
Wilkes at 3:00 p.m. highlights Manhattanville’s
first season in their new league.  The top four
teams in the Freedom will qualify for the
conference tournament, October 31 and
November 3, hosted by the higher seeds in
each match.

Sophomore midfielder Andres Avila
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A former Division I player at Saint John’s and member of the
New York/New Jersey MetroStars, Harry Triana returns to the
Valiant staff for his third season in 2007.

After leading the Red Storm to a fourth straight Big East
Championship in 1998, Triana joined the Brooklyn Knights of
the Premier Development League where he played for three
seasons.  In 2001, Triana joined the MetroStars for their
International Copa Merconorte campaign.

Triana was certified in the summer of 2007 with a prestigious
NSCAA Premier License, obtained in Brazil while coaching with Paraense, a club
team, and also holds a USSF National Youth License.  Since 2001, Triana has also
directed the Soccer at Its Best Academy, growing the camp from 15 to over 400 players.

Triana currently resides in Jackson Heights, N.Y.

Silviu Telespan, once a standout player under Didier Orellana,
is now in his second season as an Assistant Coach with the
Valiants.  Telespan is involved in all aspects of the Manhattanville
program, including recruiting, scouting, academic monitoring and
player development.

As a player at NYIT, Telespan led the Bears to two NCAA
Tournament appearances in his three seasons - including one
in 2003 when Orellana was an assistant - and a 39-11-11 record.
Telespan was a captain for two seasons with NYIT and was a

two-time member of the New York Collegiate Athletic Conference All-Academic Team.
A center midfielder, Telespan scored eight goals and had four assists in 58 career
matches for the Bears.

Originally from Valcea, Romania, Telespan currently resides in Purchase, N.Y.

coaching staff & the freedom conference
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DIDIER ORELLANA
Head Coach * Third Season * Southern Connecticut State, 1998

Tasked to take over the Valiant program just before the start of the 2005 season, Didier Orellana is poised to
make Manhattanville’s presence felt in the region in this his third season as Head Coach.

In his first two seasons as head coach, Orellana compiled a 16-18-4 record and coached six All-Conference
and two All-Region players.  Orellana’s student-athletes have also won three Player of the Week awards and
in 2006 he placed eight Valiants on the Skyline Conference Academic Honor Roll.  A tireless recruiter, Orellana
has brought in 25 student-athletes from five different countries in the last two seasons, completely overhauling
the Valiant roster since his arrival.

The 11th coach in the 30-year history of the program, Orellana moved to the Valiants only days before the start
of the 2005 season but still managed to lead his team a berth in the Skyline Conference Tournament behind senior Scott Vieira, the
league’s Player of the Year and a Second Team All-Region selection.  Despite bowing out in the semifinals of the conference
championships in 2005, Orellana proceeded to lead the Valiants to the ECAC Metro Tournament and an upset of third-seeded Drew
in the opening round.  The win was only Manhattanville’s third ever in the postseason.

In 2006, Orellana led Manhattanville to their best start in eight years, bursting out of the gates 4-0-1.  Included in that stretch was a
2-0 win over Oneonta State, a program one year removed from competing as a Division I team.  Despite a difficult end to the
season, the 2006 team did excel in the classroom, posting a 3.23 cumulative grade point average.

Prior to his time with the Valiants, Orellana spent four seasons as an assistant coach at Division II NYIT, guiding the Bears to a 48-
17-7 record.  From 1998-2000, Oreallana played semi-professional soccer in the United Soccer League for the Brooklyn Knights.

Orellana has been certified with a NSCAA Advanced National
Diploma and USSF National Youth Diploma.  In 2004, Orellana
earned his Master’s Degree in Science and Education from
Queens College.

Orellana played his collegiate soccer at national powerhouse Southern Connecticut State, earning All-
Conference honors.  As a sophomore, Orellana contributed to the Owls’ run to the NCAA Division II National
Championship, one of six in the program’s history.

A native of Tegucigalpa, Honduras, Orellana currently resides in Queens, N.Y. with his wife, Elizabeth.

Surrounded by a new lighting system, scoreboard,
press box and bleacher-style seating, GoValiants.com
Field is made up of state-of-the-art Field Turf, a
technology that emulates the stability and resilience of
natural grass without the obvious maintenance.  The
field’s durability and elaborate drainage system allow
the Valiants to play in all kinds of weather and allows all
18 Manhattanville athletic teams to make use of the
program for training, practice and games.

The field itself measures 120 x 72 yards and the four
light poles - each 90-feet high – let the Valiants to play
under the lights several times each year, something few
other Division III programs can do.  In the fall of 2007
alone, the Valiants will play seven times in the evening,
allowing families, students and fans to gather along the
far side of the field and enjoy the action in prime time.

The press box at GoValiants.com Field is also state-
of-the-art, wired for Internet and phone access, allowing
for live audio and video broadcasts of Valiant athletics,
along with use of CSTV’s exclusive Gametracker
software.  There are also ample electrical outlets and a

photography bay above the press box for use by media
and coaches.  A high-powered sound system is also
housed in the press box.

Adjacent to the GoValiants.com turf field is another
new outdoor athletic facility, Manhattanville’s outdoor
grass field.  The regulation size grass field was rebuilt
in 2005 and also plays host to several soccer and field
hockey contests during the year.  While not equipped
with lights, the grass field does possess a brand new
scoreboard, which can be
accessed through the press
box at GoValiants.com Field.

The first match held at
GoValiants.com Field in the
fall of 2005 was a men’s
soccer match against New
Jersey power William
Paterson.  While the Valiants
fell short in that outing, 2-1
in overtime, the home team
went on to win six of the final
eight matches at
GoValiants.com Field in
2005 en route to a berth in
the ECAC Metro
Tournament.

Manhattanville’s first win at GoValiants.com Field
came courtesy of the women’s soccer team, which
defeated the SUNY Institute of Technology, 2-0 during
the Valiant Cup, September 3, 2005.

Dedicated in October 1957 by the family of eventual United States President John F. Kennedy,
Kennedy Gymnasium is the home of the Manhattanville Department of Athletics.

Kennedy’s main attraction, a basketball and volleyball arena, is flanked by strength, training, locker
room and office facilities and is the day-to-day operational home of all Valiant sports.

The Valiants men’s soccer team is housed during the season inside on of Kennedy Gynasium’s
several locker rooms (pictured).  Each men’s soccer player is given his own locker before the season
and the Valiant men’s soccer team is the only one housed in the locker room during the fall and
winter seasons.  Inside the fully-enclosed locker rooms, the coaching staff can address the team
before and during matches, and the room is a perfect congregating spot for the team during the year.

The rest of the men’s locker room facility inside Kennedy Gym includes full shower and locker
facilities, and access to Manhattanville’s swimming pool, strength and conditioning and athletic train-
ing facilities.

The offices of the Valiant men’s soccer coaching staff are also located within Kennedy Gym, as
are the offices of all Manhattanville coaches and administrators.  Kennedy Gymnasium is also host
to several camps and local recreational groups during the summer.

Manhattanville’s athletic trophies and banners, highlighting the program’s best accomplishments
throughout the school’s distinguished athletic history are also located inside the lobby and main
arena of Kennedy Gymnasium.

Focused on the development of the student-athlete, the Manhattanville Department of Athletics views
strength and conditioning as one of the most important developmental tools, and the fine facilities inside
Kennedy Gymnasium are a testament to that philosophy.

The strength and conditioning department is housed inside Healthworks, a large, state-of-the-art
weight and cardiovascular training facility.  The room includes several power development stations, glut
ham benches, decline abdominal benches and physioballs and cardiovascular machines.

In late 2007, Manhattanville College will open a new building in the center of campus that will include
a first-class workout area for the general student population, which will make Healthworks home exclu-
sively to student-athletes.

Healthworks is supervised by Manhattanville’s Head Strength and Conditioning Coach, Khyl Farrison.
Hired from Yale University in the summer of 2007, Farrison possesses both SCCC and CSCS certifica-
tion.  Farrison is assisted by Adora Salvati, a graduate of San Diego State University who will serve as
the Valiants’ Graduate Assistant Strength and Conditioning Coach.

The training room at Manhattanville College is located inside Kennedy Gymnasium
and is where Valiant student-athletes come to receive comprehensive health care
from any of Manhattanville’s three fully-certified, full-time athletic trainers.

The athletic training staff has five main objectives: prevention of athletic injuries,
recognition, evaluation and treatment of injuries that do occur, rehabilitation of those
injuries, health care administration and professional development.  The athletic train-
ing staff also has on-campus access to state-of-the-art training methods, including
ultrasound, electrical muscle stimulation and whirlpool treatments.

Scott McIver, a veteran of nearly 20 years in sports medicine, is Manhattanville’s
Head Athletic Trainer.  McIver worked for the Valiants from 2000-02 and again in 2006-
07 after serving as an Associate Athletic Trainer at Pace from 1989-2000.

Andrew Cornicello, a Manhattanville alum, joined the Athletic Training staff in late
2006 as the Assistant Athletic Trainer after two years as a Graduate Assistant at Queens
College and will continue in that role this year.  Megan McKean is the newest addition
to the staff as the Graduate Assistant Athletic Trainer.

Kennedy Gymnasium
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Coming off of a11-8-1 2005 season, the Valiant
team was hoping to improve on past success.
The Valiants added 16 new players to their
roster in hopes of adding depth and versatility
on the field and to the bench. Despite having
so many new faces, the Valiants had numerous
returning key players, including keepers
Francesco Notaristefano and Jerry Tellier.
Seniors Emmanuel Bondzie Jr. and Chris
Myrtos returned to form a strong base up front
and in the midfield, and the defense also saw
the return of seniors Marcel Hostin and Joe
Ahlstrin.

The 2006 season started out with a bang with
a 3-1 victory over Purchase.  Less than eight
minutes into the game the Valiants jumped on
the scoreboard with a goal from senior
Emmanuel Bondzie Jr. before classmate
Marcel Hostin notched the eventual game
winner off of a corner kick.  Ten minutes before
the end of the first half Jaime Pena completed
the Manhattanville scoring.

Coming off the their first win, the Valiants were
able to earn another win against Rensselaer.
Freshman Andres Avila came off the bench to
begin the scoring for Manhattanville.  The
second goal came with a little bit of luck when
a Rensselaer defender attempted to make a
pass back to the goalkeeper which ended up
in the back of the net for a second
Manhattanville goal.  That would be the end of
the scoring for the game as Notaristefano
recorded the win and shutout in goal for the
Valiants.

The first game of the Cougar classic held at
Kean University the team faced off against
Western Connecticut State.  The game lasted
for two hours and forty-three minutes before a
winner was determined.  The game was

officially counted as a tie in the record books
but because of the tournament format, a winner
needed to be decided in penalty kicks where
Western Connecticut State was able to pull off
the victory to advance in the tournament.

Mount Saint Vincent came as the first
conference team to cross paths with a
momentum-building Valiant team.  Senior
Justin Brooks-Ward stormed through the game
recording his first career hat trick.  Ricky
Broderson also distributed two great assists
while Andy Rotondaro and Ken Fujii slipped
in a goal a piece to give Manhattanville the 5-0
win over the Dolphins.

Looming over the highs of recent success, the
Valiants came up against former Division I team
Oneonta in front of a home capacity crowd in
the opener of the 2006 Valiant Cup.  Bondzie
converted Manhattanville’s only shot of the first
half into a goal but the match moved to the half
still at 1-0.  Oneonta put the Valiants on their
heels enough to tie the game up 15 minutes
into the second half, but with the game tied and
5:47 left in the second half Hostin set up
Brooks-Ward for his second game-winning goal
in as many games and an emotion
Manhattanville win.

Less than 24 hours after the tremendous win
over Oneonta Manhattanville came face to face
a rested New York team in the Valiant Cup
finals. The Valiants were never able to get
things in gear, however, and suffered their first
loss of the season, 2-0.

The Valiants’ next contest brought them to New
Jersey to face Centenary (N.J.).  The Cyclones
struck first, putting in the game’s first two goals.
Manhattanville managed to stir up a late push
with a goal coming off the head of Bondzie Jr.
with seven minutes remaining but the surge
came a little too late as the Valiants fell 2-1,
recording their second straight loss.

Returning home, the Valiants were able to
dominate in shots and corner kicks against Old
Westbury in another conference match.
Manhattanville came out strong as Myrtos put
a screaming shot into the back of the net to
gain the lead.  Unfortunately, this would be the
only goal for the Valiants and with less than
three minutes remaining, Old Westbury was
awarded a penalty kick that was able to sneak
by Notaristefano to tie up the game. The two
teams each came up with a few last minute
attempts but the goalkeepers held strong and
the match ended in a draw.

Maritime handed the Valiants their third loss in
four matches with a 2-1 win, but Manhattanville
bounced back against Vassar for a 1-0 victory
despite being outshot 13-6 in the match.
Notaristefano’s fine effort would, however, be
the Valiants final victory of the season.

Farmingdale State came to visit Manhattanville
next and a battle ensued. Both teams were held
scoreless for the first 90 minutes of play. TheSophomore forward Akwasi Owusu

game then went into overtime where the Rams
snuck a ball into the back of the net for the
golden goal victory.

The next two games put Manhattanville on the
road where they were paired up against
Merchant Marine and St. Joseph’s (L.I.), with
both teams delivering a Skyline Conference
loss to the Valiants. Akwasi Owusu scored his
first career goal against Merchant Marine in the
3-1 loss but the Valiants were shut out 2-0
against St. Joseph’s (L.I.).

Arriving home for the next three games
Manhattanville came up against Richard
Stockton, #5 Stevens, and Drew. Despite
putting forth strong efforts in each game the
Valiants were shut out in each contest.

The Valiants wrapped up the season against
the Blue Knights of Mount Saint Mary. After
back-and-forth play the half ended in a
scoreless tie. Coming out of the break the Blue
Knights scored twice quickly, and although
Keith Simons got the Valiants on the board in
the 82nd minute, Manhattanville’s effort came
up just short in a 2-1 loss.

Although the Valiants’ overall record of 5-10-2
and a conference record of 1-7-1 superficially
showed a losing season, all was not a
disappointment for the team. The Valiants
began the season with a five-game undefeated
streak, one of the best starts in school history
and Chris Myrtos was chosen to the All-Skyline
Conference First Team and named to the
NSCAA Division III All-Metro Region third team.

HISTORY

Founded in 1841 on Manhattan’s Lower East
Side as the Academy of the Sacred Heart, a
Catholic boarding school for girls,
Manhattanville College has been educating in
the New York area for over 150 years.

In 1847, the academy relocated to an area just
north of New York City on a hill overlooking the
village of Manhattanville, and was rebuilt there
after a fire in 1888.

In March of 1917, 76 years after its founding
as an academy, Manhattanville was chartered
as a college by the New York State Board of
Regents, allowing the school to grant
undergraduate and graduate degrees.  Thirty-
five years later, in 1952, Manhattanville moved
to its current location in Purchase, N.Y. on the
estate of former publisher Whitelaw Reid.

Co-educational since 1969 and non-
denominational in its governance since 1971,
Manhattanville’s original vision lives on in the
tradition of service begun by the Society of the
Sacred Heart.  Manhattanville’s tradition
determined the character the school would
have: a firm belief enhancing the global
community and to accept responsibility for this
segment of human history.

“WHAT HAPPENS HERE MATTERS”

Manhattanville’s tradition of community and
service continues today with the school’s
continuing effort to ensure “What Happens
Here Matters.”  Countless students are involved
annually in a number of community service and
social action programs.

Last year, Manhattanville’s students contributed
over 20,000 hours of service while gaining
valuable experience in such areas as
management, teaching and advocacy.

At the heart of Manhattanville’s community
service/service learning is the Duchesne
Center for Religion and Social Justice.  The
center, which coordinates many of
Manhattanville’s service programs, promotes
programs that endeavor to create a climate in
which all Manhattanville College members will
value an appreciation for the differences among
us.

MY SOLDIER

Manhattanville’s most well-known social action
program was founded by a Valiant student-
athlete, men’s soccer player Juan Salas, a
naturalized U.S. citizen originally from
Venezuela who saw active combat duty in Iraq
and was commended for saving the life of a
child during his tour.

Salas said his mission in Iraq was to “win the
hearts and minds of the Iraqi people,” but he
continued that while the service was at times
challenging, “it was the letters that kept me
going.  From kids, boy scouts, students.  A letter
was like a piece of gold, something you want
to keep for the rest of your life.”

When Salas got back to Manhattanville, he
wanted to help his fellow soldiers overseas and
approached President Richard A. Berman with
an idea.  Together with Berman and
administrator Anne Gold, they launched the My
Soldier program, February 14, 2004.

Participants in the My Soldier program, who are
not limited to Manhattanville students, send
letters and occasional care packages overseas
to boost the quality of life for American troops.

A non-politically affiliated program, My Solider
has been wildly successful, with participants
from all 50 states and over 400,000 people in
total, reaching more than 175,000 U.S. troops.
